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Day 01 Bangalore        Arrive Bangalore – the capital of Karnataka state. 
Karnataka is an enchanting land abounding in scenic beauty, rich is flora and fauna 
too. Meet and assist and transfer to hotel. Overnight in Bangalore.  
Day 02 Bangalore-Mysore          This morning proceed for a half day sight seeing 
tour of Bangalore City – also known as the Garden City for the numerous gardens. 
Visit Cubbon Park and Lalbagh, The superb botanical garden laid out by Haidar Ali in 
1760.Tipu sultan added a wealth of plants and tree from many countries. Bull

Botanical Gardens which has a total 1000 varieties of plants, shrubs and trees 
including orchids, ferns, alpines and medicinal plants. Also visit Raj Bhavan, 
Dodabetta Peak, measuring around 2600m, the second highest mountain in the 
Western Ghats.
